
Rotary Brings Health Services to Rural Uluthe 
Village in Kenya 

Uluthe Village in rural western Kenya has received relief from Rotary International MG 
# 63710 funded project to start health education and clinic services to combat malaria, 
HIV/AIDS and a host of tropical diseases with delivery of $14100 worth of medical 
supplies delivered on March 15, 2008. International partners will monitor the project for 
the next three years. Health services in this region are not accessible to majority of 
families; education performance is among the lowest in the country; agriculture is 
basically peasantry farming and the base of poverty; and employment opportunities is 
zero. The project is a joint effort of clubs from three Rotary Districts: 5960 (Woodbury); 
5500 (Oro Valley and Casas Adobes); and 9200 (Nairobi Utumishi, the host club). 
 
The project aims at providing health services at the grassroots to children and family, 
which forms base of human capital and the rural economic production unit, targets about 
2,500 families or 8,000 people from Uluthe and ten other villages of Mungao Sub 
location and other neighboring villages, as shown on the map below.  
 



 
Last February, on a fact finding mission and liaison with host club, Nairobi Utumishi, 
Rotarian George Oyeho (Rotary Club of Woodbury in 5960) organized an impromptu 
medical camp with local volunteers. Within three days, a total of 1,800 people were 
served, and more kept coming. This exercise demonstrated the need for accessible and 
affordable health services. The pictures below are captions of Health Service offered at 
Uluthe Medical Clinic. 
 

 
 
 
Anonymous Rotarians from Woodbury Rotary Club have donated $8,000 towards 
building Uluthe Medical Clinic facility as a base for the health services. Though the 
building is not completed, it is partially useable. 



 

 

 
 
 
In order to sustain health services after project term, plans are in place for the 
Government of Kenya to staff the clinic and continuously provide medical supplies. 
Nonetheless, for the community to take ownership and take accountability for the 
services offered, each visit will have a small fee, based on family income, which will be 
used for maintenance and purchase of medical supplies not readily available.  
 
On agriculture, Conifer Rotary Club is taking nutrition as a piece of health that will be 
implemented under hunger challenge. Core to improving productivity is capital, farmer 
training, monitoring and connecting to market outlet for surpluses. Rotarian Carol Carper 
from Conifer Rotary Club has been to Uluthe two times building relationship with 
community and will be back in September to start planning with community on 
agriculture in preparation for January 2009 planting season. Conifer Rotary Club is 
working on a Rotary matching grant for the project.

The traditional crops grown at Uluthe are maize, millet, variety of beans, cassava, sweet 
potato, kale and other greens, tomatoes, onions, and many more. 
 
Conifer Rotary Club, Colorado, clean water for Uluthe is planned to cover the entire 
Mungao Sub Location and the September 2008 visit will help determine materials for 
grant application. Preliminary survey indicates that there will be a line of about 12 
kilometers with water kiosks to serve each village, the schools and the Medical Clinic.  
However, the three schools are likely to get started with hand wash stations during the 
September visit.  
 
The people of Uluthe are striving to make a bright, healthy, vibrant and sustainable future 
for children, and with your help it can be even better.
